NOVEMBER FINANCIAL UPDATE

November saw a deficit of ($18,784), with year-to-date (YTD) deficit now at

($35,480). Lower receipts and steady expenses contributed to the shortfall. To

address part of this deficit, the church plans to use a $20,000 member gift for

2024 maintenance costs. While pledge receipts are on track, non-pledge

receipts fell short, creating challenges. A strong December, with projected

receipts of $91,000, is crucial to improving the financial outlook for 2025.
